Dj N! KE, aka Kolya the Villain, is 
a representative of the old for-
mation of St. Petersburg Drum 
& Bass. Resident and important 
member of one and probably 
the most informal group in the 
Russian northern capital #PRT-
YHARDCREW. Thanks to these 
guys and Nikolai in particu-
lar, St. Petersburg was able to 
see many foreign artists on its 
dance floors and got the op-
portunity to host the world’s 
largest heavy music festivals, 
such as Therapy Session and PR-
SPCT label Night.  So far, these 
guys have been staying togeth-
er, ever promoting their style 
in this underground movement. 
They release monthly video 
podcasts on one of the leading 
streaming radio stations in St. 
Petersburg - Reactor, organize 
their own events and prepare 
many new interesting events 
for the city’s nightlife. No 
drum & bass event is complete 
without the participation of 
#PRTYHARDCREW. It’s just 
because their 15 years’ stay on 
stage has proven their pro-
fessionalism and technique so 
much that they get 100% of the 
emotions of the dance floor.  
Shortly they are launching a 
completely different vision of 
video podcasts, which is meant 
to  change literally the idea of 
ordinary stream radio shows 
that everyone is used to watch-

ing. Plus, branded parties from 
#PRTYHARDCREW are getting 
a new round of development 
and will finally give the St. 
Petersburg stage a new breath 
and return the title of the 
club capital to the city.

KE is the energetic core of the 
team, this is expressed both in 
his performances and in the 
work of the whole group.

GIUS-S RELEASES THE ALBUM 
"WATCHING U"
Italian producer Gius-S has 
announced the imminent 
release of a new mini-
album entitled «Watching 
U». The mini-album will 
include four tracks, two 
original versions of the 
producer, as well as two 
remixes from the Spanish 
artist Kevin Vaya and the 
Italian Luca Addante.

The track Watching U, was 
released on the Decibel 
Music label in October 2020 
and has remained number 
one in popularity for a 

long time. It progresses 
the style of technical 
house, deep powerful bass 
and the presence of more 
than 40 different sounds, 
harmoniously combined 
with each other.

Another reason for the 
artist’s pride was the 
next EP, consisting of five 
tracks, which was released 
on February 12.

Tell us about the process for se-
lecting producers for the label?

Team Array selects artists for 
a label in two ways. The first is 
based on our constant search for 
new talent, which we select with 
our entire team. The second way 
is to provide the opportunity for 
producers to send their demo 
tracks to the (hidden) email ad-
dress. Each member of our team 
keeps track of the work that has 
come to the studio, after which 
we discuss and decide whether to 
publish this track on Array Music 
or not.

All labels have their own spe-
cialization in certain musical 
directions.  What genres does 
your label work with?

Our label doesn’t focus on one 
genre. The main genres we deal 
with are Tech House and Deep 
minimal Tech. These two genres 
cover many different aspects, 
but we focus on finding the most 
unique artists who can deviate 
from the standard, representing 
as much of themselves and their 
emotions as possible. Our mot-
to is “Let your emotions have a 
massage with us”.

What are the 5 best releases on 

the label?

Top 5 includes «Lick my House-
ware» by Andre Salmon Kricked 
and Phineo, which also includes 
remixes from Mark Jenkyns, 
Poor Pay Rich and Daniele 
Travali.  Another major release is 
«All I Need EP» by Dj Susio and 
Delos. «Talkin ‘Baby» by Doons. 
Other successful releases are El 
Rayo’s Milano Underground re-
mixed by Jack Whitworth, and 
finally my latest Acid Poster EP 
remixed by Ben Murphy.

Who are the most famous art-
ists that have worked with the 
label? How do you define the 
word success in your concept? 
And what producers can you 
be proud of?

The most famous artists who 
have worked with our label are 
Andre Salmon, Kricked, Phineo, 
Mark Jenkyns, Dj Susio, Daniele 
Travali, Doons, Ben Murphy, 
Jack Whitworth, each of them 
have had great sales success.

What is success? For us success 
means getting the first lines on 
Beatport and Traxsource. First 
of all, we are proud of the artists, 
members of the Deebesh label, 
Matteo Sodano and Angelo Vit-

torioso. We are also proud to sell 
“Aldebaran” by Ernesto Auter.

What does the label focus on 
and what can you expect from 
it in the future?

Array Music’s goal is to become 
a brand that can give people 360 
degrees of music, using all pos-
sible options: live shows, track 
releases and streaming DJ sets. 
We also intend to reach as many 
audiences as possible in the near 
future. In fact, we are already 
planning a showcase and expect 
many new successful talents to 
join our label.

Which new releases are you 
proud of?

We are delighted with the OH EP 
from Ale De Tuglie, which will 
be available for preview from 
February 6th and on sale from 
February 20th.  Another EP that 
we are very happy about is Cat-
sinka’s EP «Rendez Vous»

What plans does the label have 
for the near future?

We’re planning a show when the 
covid ends, and we’re also going 
to have a remix competition for 
young talent pretty soon.

SPAIN

Tell us about the process of se-
lecting artists for the label?

The selection process is simple, 
we choose tracks that we like and 
that match our style and our way 
of feeling music.

All labels have their own spe-
cialization in certain musical 
directions.  What genres does 
the label work with?

Our style is tech house influ-
enced by disco, funk, tribal, deep 
house. We’re looking for natural 
crisp sound and powerful bass at 
the same time.

What are the 5 best releases on 
the label?

1. Muñoz Brothers, Armando 
Buendia - Mariachis (Original 
mix)
2. Low Flow - Strong (Original 

mix)
3. Low Flow - Rock’n Roll (Orig-
inal mix)
4. Giovanni (AR) - Can’t fake the 
feeling (Original mix)
5. Muñoz Brothers, Low Flow - 
Fuck house (Original mix)

Who are the most famous art-
ists that have worked with the 
label? How do you define the 
word success in your concept? 
And what producers can you be 
proud of?

During these 2 years of the label’s 
existence, we have worked with 
new Spanish and international 
producers. Let me give you some 
names: M Rodriguez, Giovanni 
AR or Sera de Villalta, De la Hoz, 
Low Flow, Muñoz Brothers, Alex 
Esteve, Eber Torres, Side B. Any-
way, we are equally proud of each 
of our producers.

What does the label focus on 
and what can you expect from it 
in the future?

Our musical approach for the 
future will be to keep working in 
tech house, fueled by new ideas 
and experiences that are yet to 
meet us. We will also continue 
our daily work on improving the 
label’s music and sound quality to 
suit our tastes.

What new releases are you 
proud of?

We will have our first 2021 VA 
release in February or March, 
and we are very pleased to have 
producers supported by Marco 
Carola, wAFF, Paco Osuna or 
Neverdogs like Gustaff, Saul An-
tolin, Marlon C, Santiago Bejara-
no or Alejandre, with whom we 
are going to start a new era in the 
sound of DM2 Records. Muñoz Brothers

This popular Spanish label is specializing in such music formats as Tech-house, minimal, 
groove music Label. DM2 Records is the benchmark for musical quality.  Below is the inter-
view with the founders of the label.
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SPAIN

Tell us about the process of se-
lecting artists for the label?

The choice of artists and songs 
for Music Key Records is not that 
easy, we get a lot of demos from 
many artists from all over the 
world and try to choose music 
that is close to what we want to 
convey to the listener.  

All labels have their own spe-
cialization in certain musical 
directions. What kind of music 
do you work with?

We research and specialize in 
minimal deep and minimal deep 
tech.

What are the first 5 releases of 
the label?

Early releases of Music Key Re-
cords:
MK001 Revolution Vol.1 (vari-
ous artists) 7 tracks.
MK002 Feeling (2 tracks) by 

Tyzack (UK)
 MK003 Too Late (2 tracks) Maxi 
Burgos
MK004 Revolution Vol.2 (var-
ious producers) 6 tracks from 
authors from North and South 
America and Central Europe.
MK005 Existing (2 tracks) by 
Mareke.  
I’d like to add this one - MK006 
Lie To Me (Single Track) Franco 
Villaflor.

Who are the most famous art-
ists that have worked with the 
label? How do you define the 
word success in your concept? 
And what producers can you be 
proud of?

We got a very good result from 
Franco Villaflor’s Release MK006 
Lie To Me, reaching number 12 
on the Global Minimal Deep 
Tech Chart and staying firmly 
in the top 15 for the following 
bands, and also at number 222 as 
a label.

This was our first big success, and 
we are proud of it because it pays 
off for the sacrifice and commit-
ment of the entire team. We hope 
this achievement is good for our 
future releases as well.

What is the purpose of the label 
and what to expect from the la-
bel in the future?

The future is uncertain, but we 
are working on new projects and 
new collaborative efforts, bring-
ing big names to Music Key Re-
cords, this is our goal.

What new releases are waiting 
for you in the near future?

We have selected some great 
tracks that we will publish short-
ly, there is a large selection, I am 
delighted with all of them at the 
moment, then I think the listen-
ers will choose their own favor-
ites.

MUSIC KEY RECORDS
Vincent Balice
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Tell us about the process of se-
lecting artists for the label?

Our selection of tracks has 
changed a lot lately. In the begin-
ning we worked with fellow pro-
ducers, now we receive a lot of 
demo versions sent to us through 
various channels. We strive to 
offer a platform for talented new-
comers as well as expand our 
own reach to established artists. 
But quality is always the deciding 
factor.

Demo evaluation and sometimes 
intense feedback interactions are 
also the responsibility of our A&R 
team (artists and repertoire).

All labels have their own spe-
cialization in certain musical 
directions. What genres does 
the label work with?

Each label, of course, is trying 
to develop its own sound. This 
makes sense for marketing rea-
sons, both technical and idealis-
tic, because people want to know 

what they can expect from us. 
However, we are influenced by 
many styles, especially thanks to 
our super disciplined team. In 
general, we can say that Melod-
ic Techno is our style, but this 
broad term can range from Deep 
and Organic House to Peak Time 
Techno.

With Tiefe Brise, we recently 
founded our first Sub label for the 
(well known in Berlin) Down-
tempo genre. The first releases on 
Tiefe Brise will be from Tommy 
Hanso and Mangudai and will be 
out in the coming months.

What are the 5 best releases on 
the label?

1. Modular21 - Brave New World 
EP.
2. Gabriel di Pasqua - Pito Pata 
EP
3. Qplex - Valencia
4. Mangudai - X’Omega EP
5. Qplex - Shout

Who are the most famous art-
ists that have worked with the 
label? How do you define the 
word success in your concept? 
And what producers can you be 
proud of?
Of course, it’s always a great hon-
or to work alongside established 
producers. But we are more 
proud of the artists who grew 
up with TIEFDRUCKGEBEAT. 
For example, Qplex, Gabriel, Di 
Pasqua, Mangudai and Modu-
lar21. The most famous producer 
we have been working with so 
far is Magdalena, sister of Solu-
mun and co-founder of the very 
famous label Diynamic. In addi-
tion to her, we collaborated with 
Felix Raphael (eg Anjunadeep), 
Yannek Maunz (eg 3000 Grad), 
Lauren Mia (eg Anjunadeep) and 
Moritz Hofbauer (eg Fckn Seri-
ous). Lauren Mia’s remix on SKA-
LA’s “Tau” is the most successful 
release on TIEFATDRUCKGE...

What does the label focus on 
and what can you expect from it 
in the future?

TIEFDRUCKGEBEAT is a German label headquartered in Berlin. The main genre is melodic 
Techno, from Downtempo to heavy melodic Techno.  TIEFDRUCKGEBEAT was founded about 
3 years ago by two label managers and music producers Robin Alef and Florian Süselbeck. We 
can now recall over 185 tracks from 30 producers and DJs from around the world that have 
earned us some of the best positions on the Beatport and Techno singles charts, as well as 2 
million streams on Spotify. Thanks to TIEFDRUCKGEBEAT, established and promising artists 
have the opportunity to exchange information intensively - with a unique and wide selection of 
electronic music, where quality always comes first. In addition, TIEFDRUCKGEBEAT organizes 
events, exhibitions and festivals in Berlin, Cologne, Hamburg, Rhodes and many other places.

GERMANY

It would be easy to tell now what 
great releases are coming out in 
the near future, and that we also 
have big plans for 2021 in terms 
of organizing events, and that 
would not be a lie, but odd things 
are happening right now, espe-
cially in the international music 
industry. We all have no idea how 
2021 will go, especially we do not 
know when and where events can 
take place again. This is why we 
at TIEFDRUCKGEBEAT have 
decided not only to support the 
label and its artists, but also to 

enter into partnerships outside 
of it. For example, we support the 
Fridays For Future international 
climate justice movement Fri-
days with an international series 
of events called Climate Live, or 
the non-profit association Rave 
for Good. Only those who stand 
together at this time can survive 
the crisis.

What new releases are you 
proud of?

Future releases are, of course, a 
big secret until all the finer details 

are resolved with complete confi-
dence. In any case, we can say that 
there will be a lot of high-profile 
releases in 2021. Especially work 
with international artists will be 
in the foreground - Dubai, Los 
Angeles, London, Mexico City 
- no one is safe from us!  New 
single from Qplex and Maurice 
Kaar called “Tell Me” definitely 
deserves to be mentioned. It will 
be released in February. After that 
TIEFDRUCKGEBEAT will be 
able to show off more and more 
of the female part of the team - 
with famous and new faces
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Tell us about the process 
of selecting artists for 
the label?

The keywords are label consisten-
cy, artist’s work quality and per-
sonal taste. The goal for Substrate, 
an independent label since 2017, 
is to voice new talent on par with 
artists already established in the 
music scene. The label has several 
selectors based in Italy, where it 
is located, and in England, where 
the rest of the team is based.

All labels have their own 
specialization in certain 
musical directions. What 
genres does the label work 
with?

The musical genre of Substrate 
Music is electronic, mainly fo-
cused on minimal sound, but 
also house and tech house.

What are the 5 best releas-
es on the label?

Many releases under Substrates 
have been successful. And we 
would like to emphasize that we 
are delighted with every release 
in our catalog.

When asked, one of the more 
successful singles «A Bit Housy», 
a track released in 2017 and 
signed by young Italian producer 
Blackchild, also contributed to 
James My & Criss’s «El canto» 
with remixes of Joseph Mancino, 
From the Ghetto, Andrea Mat-
teu, remixes of Marta Taddei and 
Alessio Bianchi on Lost in the 
box by Fabrizio Placidi  Siculia” 
by Enzo Sorrentino with remixes 
by C_Sky and Manuela Gandolfo.  
We are well supported by digital 
stores, especially Beatport, so ev-
ery song makes Substrate better 
and better for us.

Who are the most famous 
artists that have worked 
with the label? How do 

you define the word suc-
cess in your concept? And 
what producers can you be 
proud of?

Currently about 200 producers 
have released their music with us 
and we are proud of all of them. 
We would like to thank each of 
them.

What does the label focus 
on and what can you expect 
from it in the future?

Our goal remains firm - to con-
tinue to offer quality and fashion-
able products from both estab-
lished and emerging artists, and 
show them to the world.

What new releases are you 
proud of?

We don’t expect anything yet, but 
there will be a lot of good news 
in 2021.

Tell us about the process of se-
lecting artists for the label?

Usually we just wait for releas-
es and demos from all sorts of 
people who accidentally find 
the label. I have never actually 
looked for any artist or tried to 
find anyone, for I think that what 
Haustronaut represents has a res-
onant effect that will attract the 
right artists. This is why we have 
so many wonderful and talented 
cats on our list. And once they 
become part of the family, they 
often send more songs for future 
releases, which I am always open 
to.

All labels have their own spe-
cialization in certain musical 
directions.  What genres does 
the label work with?

I am really interested in anything 
that feels authentic and has a sen-
sual capacity for true and honest 
self-expression. It’s quite obvious 
that I work with different genres 
of underground house and tech-
no, but I’m also open to chilling 
and experimental bands. Never 
anything commercial and never 
anything trivial.

What are the 5 best releases on 
the label?

I have no idea, because I don’t 

care about five or ten, because 
each of the albums we release is 
very special and unique. I have 
been asked many times what is 
my favorite song or favorite art-
ist, and my ANSWER ALWAYS 
keeps the same -  my favorite 
song is that which I made or 
signed myself, and my favorite 
artist is always me.

Who are the most famous art-
ists that have worked with the 
label? How do you define the 
word success in your concept? 
And what producers can you be 
proud of?

I think it depends on how dis-
cerning the listener is, because 
some artists have a lot of follow-
ers in their countries and some 
have more international appeal. 
But, if I don’t look at all the social 
media numbers, streaming, pur-
chase, and all the meta data, then 
it will be difficult for me to know 
exactly which one is the most 
famous. I would say that they 
are all extremely famous and all 
extremely talented. All you have 
to do is listen, and once you are 
familiar with them, you know 
them, which is more important 
to me than anything else when it 
comes to preference.

What does the label focus on 
and what can you expect from it 

in the future?

The focus of the label is quite sim-
ple, we present the idea and way 
of being, which is courage, fear-
lessness, innovation, ingenuity, 
expression of compassion, prepa-
ration and execution. That is why 
our logo has no face, because it 
is not a real person or a mascot, 
it’s a costume. It represents pre-
paring for the unknown and be-
ing brave enough to step outside 
your comfort zone and explore 
what you truly love, then share 
with it the universe. The future 
of the Haustronaut is already de-
termined because we are actually 
an intergalactic time travel or-
ganization founded in 3014, and 
we have returned to help save the 
days of the future past. It may 
sound crazy, but then again, you 
are probably reading this while 
sitting in your house with a mask 
on your face. And that sounds 
crazy enough to me.

What new releases are you 
proud of?

As far as future releases are con-
cerned, I’m very excited about 
everything we’ve planned. If you 
are not familiar with our direc-
tory, I highly recommend you 
head over to the Beatport or Trax 
source and check out the whole 
world we have created for you. 

In these very uncertain and chal-
lenging times, it is vital that we 
remain optimistic and joyful. Re-
member, JOY is what comes from 
you, you can be joy yourself, and 
you can expand it throughout 
your body. Imagine it as a sphere 
with a tetrahedron surrounding 
it in three dimensions. Imagine 
it as a perfect blend of balanced 
geometric shapes at the center of 
your solar Plex. Then unfold it 
exponentially, moving it all over 
your body while breathing in-
tensely and controlling it. As you 
do this, you will feel a tingling 
sensation as your consciousness 
tells your body to be in optimal 
health and balance. Listen to 
yourself, treat each other with 
absolute unconditional love.

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Tell us briefly about your label. 
What kind of music do you 
publish?

Microcosm is the source of 
CHILL-OUT music for listeners 
around the world.  We are lis-
tened to and bought in 150 coun-
tries, from the USA to Iran, from 
Japan to Norway, from Australia 
to South Africa.  Of course, most 
of our listeners are in Russia, but 
this is less than a third of the audi-
ence.  We do not focus on specific 
genres, therefore the label catalog 
contains a lot of space chill-out, 
Ambient, ethnic electronics, Dub 
and bass music.  Who knows 

what we will add to the concept 
of chill-out tomorrow?

This year you turn 10, but how 
did it all start?

Microcosm grew out of a series 
of weekly evening events in St. 
Petersburg. At one point it be-
came clear that the city had ex-
cellent musicians and DJs, there 
was an audience, yet there were 
absolutely no events. Since then 
we have been publishing musi-
cians, producing mixes and orga-
nizing events. During this time, 
our musicians have performed in 
city museums, at festivals, on city 

roofs, resort complexes, small 
time cafes and at sports stadiums.

Where do you see the mission of 
your label?

Spreading positive inspirational 
music to the world around you in 
all ways!
But not just performances or mu-
sic publishing. We also run a vid-
eo channel on Youtube, we release 
a podcast. Our music has come 
in handy for other projects - edu-
cational courses from yoga to the 
creation of neural networks, cor-
porate presentations and amateur 
time-lapses, art filming without 

a budget and music background 
for Lounge zones in fashionable 
spa complexes in the Caribbean. 
Chill-out is a universal, invisible, 
mood-creating music.

Probably, over the past 10 years, 
quite a few interesting stories 
have happened to you, can you 
remember something?

Of course, there were many fun-
ny stories. One of them resembles 
the situation with the pandemic, 
when many organizers began to 
make teleconferences, allowing 
musicians from all over the world 
perform online. We once got into 
this sort of situation ten years ago. 
Due to heavy snowfalls, a foreign 
guest, musician Asura, could 
not attend one of the events. We 
quickly organized video and au-
dio broadcasting from the French 
village to the St. Petersburg club. 
Despite the warning about the 
virtual format, many people came 

to the event.  The artist played 
music, showed the inscriptions 
on a piece of paper to the camera, 
the audience reacted vividly, ev-
erything worked out! Very bright 
performance and memories.

How can one get to your label?

Any artist from anywhere in the 
world can visit us.  An important 
point - you need to write a de-
tailed letter.  Why do you want 
to visit us?  Where have you 
performed before?  Why are you 
better than other artists?  Attach 
a couple of photos, links to so-
cial networks, previous releases. 
Many people send demos with-
out a single word. Dozens of such 
letters remain unreadable. Make 
an effort, introduce yourself in a 
letter to our A&R manager.

Do your artists go to interna-
tional festivals? Is it possible to 
invite someone to perform?

Chill-out music is not often a 
favorite of festivals. However, al-
most everyone likes it!  Our mu-
sicians are actively touring Russia 
and the label representatives can 
be seen at many significant chill-
out events and festivals. Some-
times we go abroad, often we 
negotiate about participation in 
various events. But with the pan-
demic, all plans are temporarily 
put on ice, there is no touring 
activity yet. We look forward to 
lifting restrictions and revitaliz-
ing the musical life of cities!

What would you like to wish 
our readers?

Good night! In a big city you 
need to remember about time 
for yourself. And our music is 
undoubtedly good for your re-
laxation.

Microcosmos records:

TURNS 10 YEARS OLD. THE CREATOR AND MASTERMIND OF THE LABEL, MIKHAIL SENSEEV, SPOKE A 
LITTLE ABOUT HIS BRAINCHILD:
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ZANOVA

How often do you have to change your musical 
«image»?  As far as I know, during your 
performances one can hear quite diverse things. 
What does the choice of each of them depend on?

Over the years of work, I’ve developed a certain 
intuitive feeling, I always (or almost always) know 
what to put «further», I focus on people, on my 
emotional and physical condition. For example, if 
during a performance I feel that I am starting to 
get tired, it means that with a great probability the 

same thing happens to people on the dance floor. 
In general, I always alternate dance tracks and 
compositions that cause strong emotions. It can be 
rock, or hits from past decades.

In 2020 you ranked 25th in TOP DJANE IN THE 
WORLD, and this at the time when the whole 
world was isolated due to the pandemic. What is 
the secret of your success?

2020 was one of the best years in my career, a lot

Moscow-born Olga Ryazanova is without a doubt the most sought-after international 
DJ among dancefloor fans, always attracted by her alluring presence in a DJ booth. 
Combined with her irresistible good looks and sexy figure, her versatility in how to 
make dance floors around the world throb with her mix of house music and the best 
of contemporary hits, make this artist a sure winner at any event worthy of her pres-
ence. Olga Ryazanova, well known for her passion for music and performing arts, 
takes the audience on a musical journey during her performances, always feeling 
what the audience wants to hear in order to spice up the party and keep the dance 
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of work was done, even though 
without performing at big 
festivals. I had a collaboration 
with the world famous DJ 
Borgore and the most popular DJ 
duo from Portugal «Karetus». In 
the midst of the pandemic, people 
who were bored in quarantine 
began to follow DJs on social 
networks with keen interest, 
so my Tik-Tok channel gained 
almost 2 million subscribers in a 
very short period.

Who is the example to follow 
for you in the electronic music 
field?

There are many DJs who inspire 
me. First of all, this is Fatboy 
Slim, I have not seen such energy, 
probably, from any other artist, 
and this is also combined with an 
impeccable taste for electronic 
dance music. Another “example 
to follow” for me is David 
Guetta, the first time I saw him 
live when he was performing in 

Ibiza, and this was just the case 
when the artist (David Guetta) 
combined different styles, but at 
the same time it sounded like one 
long track. It is important for me 
that the style of music changes at 
least every half hour, otherwise 
it becomes uninteresting. In this 
regard, another vivid example is 
Dj Snake, at whose performances 
you can hear bass house, trap, 
hardstyle and even urban.

Can you name your most 
successful work? Tell me about 
it.  How difficult was the writing 
process?

The most successful work was 
the track Basketball, released 
in 2020. This is exactly the case 
when there were no difficulties 
at all, we worked on the track at 
the beginning «just for fun». I 
am sure that this kind of music 
is becoming more popular, the 
sort which is written in one go, 
not after toiling for long weeks 

or even months. By the way, the 
track was originally called Bootie 
Bounce, it was Borgore who 
suggested changing the name to 
Basketball.

What skills do you think a 
current artist needs to be 
popular?

A modern artist should be 
multifunctional. Sometimes a 
person is “only a musician” (they 
love and know how to write music, 
but are completely unprepared 
for live performances), or vice 
versa. Nowadays you should be 
both a musician and an artist at 
the same time. I would also add 
to this the ability to work hard 
and sleep little.

2021 has just begun, tell us 
about your plans.  We know 
that you are planning to release 
a new track in February ...

On February 5th I have my 

new track «Slow love» coming 
out together with my friend Dj 
Zinko, also in the spring I will 
have online performances in the 
Avakin Life video game, which is 
a completely new experience for 
me. The rest of the time I plan to 
spend in the studio, I am already 
working on new projects. I really 
hope that we will be able to play 
them live.

A few words for fans and readers 
of the magazine ...

Thanks to everyone who read 
this interview to the end, you 
are awesome. I wish to see all of 
you on the dance floor as soon as 
possible.
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How did you first get acquaint-
ed with electronic music?

I became interested in electronic 
music at 17. In fact, I was already 
very fond of drums and percus-
sion, but at the age of 17 I tried to 
record such things with friends 
for fun, and it happened to be 
love at first sight.

I started going to very famous 
clubs on the Adriatic coast where 

I live and the passion grew more 
and more until I bought turnta-
bles and mixers and became a 
vinyl fanatic, yes vinyl, because 
when I started there was no other 
mixing method  besides the use 
of vinyl, and today I miss «this 
ritual» more and more, because 
digital technology is much eas-
ier to work with for «DJs», and 
perhaps that is why this great ab-
stract art, I mean music, became 
a little primitive, so to speak.

How did you first get into pro-
ducing? Did you produce along 
with DJing or did one come 
first, then the other?

I started out as a DJ in Romag-
na clubs, had a lot of fun, and, 
thanks to some acquaintances, 
had the opportunity to play in 
different clubs that were very fa-
mous in Italy at that time. After 
spending a few years exclusively 
mixing records, I felt the need 
for production, I wanted to start 
making people dance by insert-
ing the music that I had produced 
myself. I started studying things 
professionally, because each of us 
should take this work very seri-
ously.

Everything went hand in hand - 
by night a DJ, by day a producer, 
I spent my time (and still do) by 
experimenting and composing 
music, in short, a beautiful occu-
pation... I would almost call it a 
love story, because actually it is.

How would you describe the 
thrill of performing?  How does 
it feel to know that you have 
power over the crowd on the 
dance floor and the ability to 
create a certain atmosphere?

K.A.M.A.
Kama (Marco Caminati) was born in Italy in the 80’s and started his music career at the age of 17. From the begin-
ning, his creativity has been influenced by house and tech house. His technical skills, the ability to communicate 
with the crowd and his diverse musical style have made him one of the most versatile Italian DJs. In the past 10 
years, Kama has shared decks with a different top-level DJs such as John Digweed, Mendo, Tube & Berger, Claudio 
Coccoluto, Chus & Ceballos, Alex Neri, Tiria Weecone, Phil Weecone, Giorgia angiuli, Hector, Silvi Loto, Ryan Cros-
son, Ralph, Sossa, Rene and many others. He performed at such festivals as Ralph in Bikini, Sky Vodka festival, 
Onda Muster in countries like Spain, France, Italy, the United Kingdom and the USA. He’ll never forget his first 
concerts and nights in Cocoricò, Peter Pan, Echoes, and obviously he will never forget his first concert in Winter 
Miami Music Conference, Sankeys Ibiza, Pacha Ibiza, Zoo Project Ibiza, Cafe Mambo ibiza, Faust, Blend It Records 
label parties in Badaboum, Zig Zag, Rex Club (Paris), Ministry of sound in London and many other clubs in the USA. 
He’s a resident of Knostra (Ibiza), Exit Club, Stranomondo Agency and showcase No.Music.
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As I explained above, knowing how to work as a DJ 
is an art, it takes a lot of «apprenticeship» to know 
how to lead a track from start to finish, and it’s all 
really fun when fantastic empathy arises between 
me and the audience. They come to hear me, and 
I feel their energy, I feel it, and it is the chemistry 
with the audience during DJing that makes me go 
forward every day and improve every day, because 
there is always something to learn.

Now you are a famous DJ and producer in Italy. 
What 3 achievements would you highlight during 
your entire career? What are you proud of?

To be honest, I realized that I got better when a 
major label like Elrow provided me with several 
releases and since then I’ve always been making 
releases with them. Another pleasure was to see 
my name in the most famous clubs of the world in 
Ibiza, and not only there. I really understood that 
I was growing and maturing, the last but not least 
release on my No.Music label was, well, you know 
what I’m talking about, it was «ABUSE». Undoubt-
edly this track gave me a lot of attention with mil-
lions of views, which made me perform more and 
more often.

How do you feel about the difference between 

old-school DJing, where everything was limited 
to vinyl, and modern DJing?

The advent of digital technology has facilitated 
many things such as the ease of finding records 
from any producer in any part of the world, and 
this has increased searches, and the number of re-
cords released weekly (perhaps too big). But all this 
undoubtedly results in losing quality. Today anyone 
who has a computer thinks they are able to create 
music, but I still firmly believe they are not.

There are many DJs now, perhaps too many, and 
what has changed is that now many «characters» 
consider themselves DJs just because they are «fa-
mous», but DJing is an art, and as any self-respect-
ing art, it should not be so inclined towards fashion. 
Behind it there is a lot of study, a lot of sacrifices 
and, above all, a lot of passion.

Where do you think electronic music culture is 
heading? 

Everything comes back, even music, and I think 
that the genre of house is real, it will always be my 
favorite, in which there is no fashion but only cul-
ture.
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How would you describe the 
Italian electronic music under-
ground? What are its strengths? 
What are its weaknesses?

I traveled a lot thanks to music 
and I had the opportunity to live 
and perform in fantastic places. 
In Italy, starting with radio and 
television, there is little culture 
and it’s absurd how in Italy you 
still go dancing to the music you 
listen to all the day on the radio. 
It’s really absurd. There are no 
discoveries or innovations, just 
ignorance.

There are many talented DJs 
in Italy, but unfortunately they 
don’t have the opportunity to 
perform because here a big name 
still means everything, stifling 
all those artists who would spit 
blood just to perform without 
payment. Unfortunately, they 
don’t grow their own resident 
DJs inside a club and this is very 
wrong because I think this is the 
core of the club culture.
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How do you see the future of 
Italian electronic music and 
what will be your role in this 
future?

I am currently involved in sev-
eral great projects, most notably 
my music label, which has its 
own showcase, a real party with 
important Italian residences and 
more, and we can’t wait to start 
again because  we have a lot of 
new, very popular merchandising 
and our releases are starting to be 
appreciated more and more, and 
then Stranomondo Agency with 
Leandro, I think it’s a great band. 
We do fantastic things with the 
most famous Circo Nero as well 
as other really interesting for-
mats.  We are also very happy to 
work with him, we are growing 
very quickly, and, frankly, I owe 
him a lot too. Thank you, Bichero. 
I don’t think about the future, but 
I’m focused on every opportunity 
the present offers me, and to be 
honest, after this covid-19 I can’t 
wait to get back to performing in 
clubs around the world.

On which label would you be 
honored to release several of 
your releases?

I am currently preparing 5 sin-
gles that I will release this year. 
Labels?  Well, of course this one 
- No.Music, others, unfortunate-
ly, I still can’t name them, but for 
the simple reason that I still don’t 
know;)

What are you working on now 
and what are your plans for this 
year?

I’m improving all of our mer-
chandising, as I said before, I re-
ally care about it and we achieve 
great results also by going to very 
famous boutiques both in Italy 
and abroad, and we also decorate 
our showcase and we can’t wait to 
present you our new club show.

What are you especially look-
ing forward to in the next few 
months?
After covid 19, I really can’t wait 
to get back on some journey, a 

source of inspiration and ideas 
that I can use in the studio then, 
translating those ideas into my 
music, and then, of course, a 
great dinner with many friends, 
which, unfortunately, I do not 
see due to this pandemic. I hope 
I will return to normal life, even 
if it’s going to be very difficult for 
me.

A few words from you for your 
fans and our readers

Friends and readers, you all 
know about this sad period, sad 
to us and the entire public enter-
tainment sector. It cut our wings 
at such a crucial moment that it 
is difficult to stay positive, but I 
am sure that with time and with 
the proper vaccines, we should 
have a glimmer of confidence, 
I’m waiting for you at the console 
to dance with me because I can’t 
wait to destroy the dance floor 
and I can swear it will be epic.
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You started your creative career 
as a successful model. What 
influenced your decision to be-
come a DJ?

I can’t say that my modeling ca-
reer was successful!  It’s very dif-
ficult to compete in the modeling 
business. So, I thought if I’d try to 
be first in some other sort of ac-
tivity, I will surely have more suc-
cess! In 2007, when the topless 
DJ girls could be counted on one 
hand, I did it my own way. Then 
many girls followed suit, imitat-
ing my style and moves from the 
videos of my performances.
 
Let’s talk about music and strip-
tease, how do you manage to 
combine dancing and mixing 
tracks during a performance?

Very simple! Mixing tracks and 

musical effects doesn’t take much 
time. While performing, any Dj 
has a free minute, or two, so I use 
this time interval for dancing to 
ignite the crowd not only with 
my music, but also my drive. 
After all, people need a beauti-
ful picture too:) Anyway, music 
is above all!  Without good and 
high-quality music, nothing will 
work!

Let’s go back to the time when 
your first T-DJ performance 
took place. Did you have any 
complexes? Is there something 
that you will never go for during 
a performance?

The first complex: it was scary to 
play the first few times. I felt I was 
responsible for the whole club! 
Sound quality depends on me. I 
couldn’t relax. In order to dance, 

to do a show, you first of all need 
not be nervous and feel relaxed. 
Even now I am a little nervous 
before each of my performances.

The show itself has changed over 
the years, evolved several times, 
so to speak.  I’ve changed both 
the style of my performance and 
the presentation. From under-
ground to erotic. I can say with 
confidence that those who work 
in clubs are mostly decent peo-
ple. They are serious about their 
work, their artists and the orga-
nization and safety of their per-
formance. Since 2009, I’ve been 
going to performances with my 
future husband, he always helps 
me, acting as my manager and 
bodyguard. There were some rare 
obscene proposals, but only when 
I performed at private parties. 
I can say that it is much safer to

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work in clubs and festivals than 
at private parties!

Let’s talk about performanc-
es. Before the pandemic, your 
touring schedule was always 
tight. Tell us about the most 
memorable parties.

There were so many of them 
during the last 13 years. I have 
played in 32 countries and over 
200 cities. For example, in the 
summer of 2019, I had 22 per-
formances and 44 flights across 
Europe.  Not a record yet, but 
remarkable, anyway). Of course, 
the most memorable were the 
V.I.P parties on the island of Ibiza 
and on the O. Mykonos (in villas 
and on yachts, they never cease 
to amaze me with luxury and 
originality), where guests dressed 
up in themed costumes that were 
offered as a gift. Or parties where 
guests applied professional body 
art, banquets with black caviar 
and expensive champagne. Par-
ties on yachts that sailed to secret 
coves of heavenly beauty. Parties 
where alcohol flew like a river for 

free for all guests, and there were 
about 3000 of them, just imagine 
it.  And so many other parties…

Due to the circumstances all 
over the world, all representa-
tives of show business have a 
large amount of free time. How 
do you spend this time?

I took a break from hectic activity 
for almost a year. In 2019 I was lit-
erally burned out, tired of music, 
tired of traveling. Over the past 
year, I have been spending a lot 
of time with my family, husband 
and child. I visit my relatives. I do 
sports. I don’t miss the clubs. This 
pause is good for me.
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Let’s talk about the future. How 
do you see it?  After 14 years on 
stage, do you have a whole army 
of fans around the globe? There 
must have been made many 
promises of love and offers of 
various gifts.

I will say this: I plan to perform 
as a DJ for several more years. 
But that won’t last forever. Yet I 
still want to have some gun. I’ve 
no wish to work to exhaust my-
self, as I did before, but do it for 
pleasure, and most importantly, 
high quality. This year I will be 
32. It’s too early to retire.

As for the fans, I may say  there 
are a great lot of them! I even 
wanted to change my phone 
number. Maybe it will surprise 
someone, or even upset, but I’ve 
been married for 11 years and I 
love my husband. That says it all!  
And I don’t need gifts from fans, 
because I have always been inde-
pendent. I’ve always been able to 
make enough money to buy any-
thing I wanted.

To any kind of activity there are 
positive and negative sides. Tell 
us about criticism and ill-wish-

ers? Have there been such cases?

There were intrigues, slander, and 
real problems, but I am a kind 
person and I forgave everything 
and everyone. Now I don’t even 
remember anything like that.  I 
try to be positive and not let neg-
ative things and negative people 
into my life.

What are your plans for your 
creative career in 2021?

It’s impossible to plan any trips 
now. For example, to Europe, to 
Ibiza, for the summer of 2021. It’s 
not clear whether the clubs will 
work and whether parties will be 
allowed.

At the moment, I have a reboot 
so to speak. I’ve been resting and 
now started to get ready. I want 
to update the project musically 
and my stage image. I won’t tell 
you what it’s going to be like, just 
let me keep it a secret for a while! 
It won’t upset me if this year we 
are not able to live normally as 
before, travel the world, etc. The 
time of the pandemic allows us to 
prepare and improve ourselves. I 
wish you the same attitude!

How did it all start? How did 
you get the idea to create Exper-
imentalTV?

Experimental Tv Radio was born 
in 2018. The idea appeared in my 
head several years ago, starting in 
1998, when I reached a new life 
stage, that of cooperation and 
work at numerous radio stations 
around the world. That was what 
I always wanted to do then and 

now. My desire was to have my 
own radio station from where 
I could broadcast worldwide 
exclusive works and sessions of 
the best international, national 
and local DJs, as well as my own. 
After having a radio production 
course in Tenerife (89.4 fm) and 
a technical improvement course 
in Madrid (M-Frecuency), I 
couldn’t find a room for my own 
radio project and equip it to start 

broadcasting. Then I had to dis-
cuss the future look of the web-
site and mobile application with 
a web designer, and finally, in 
mid-February 2018, Experimen-
talTV Radio was launched 24/7 
from the official website www.
experimentaltvlive.com and the 
mobile application http://cort.
as/-  9_aI and from more than 
thirty partner sites that already 
host ExperimentalTV Radio 
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ON AIR!

players.

In fact, ExperimentalTV Radio 
is an unusual name, who came 
up with the name, and why did 
you choose it?

Well, the name just came to my 
mind. Initially I named it “Ex-
perimental Radio”, but soon after 
that, I had the idea to render live 
intros right from the studio, and 
thus “ExperimentalTV Radio” 
was born. Since this is not just 
a radio station, but also a music 
portal, where, in addition to lis-
tening to our programs, you have 
the opportunity to enjoy the sets 
of our resident DJs, guest broad-
casts, video sets, get acquainted 
with the weekly top charts, as 
well as receive links to listen to 
and buy music that we release 
on our six labels (Suma Records, 
WhoBear Records, Experimen-
talTech Records, Oxygen House 

Music, Under Station Records 
and ExperimentalBass Records), 
watch exciting news related to 
music and access our online ra-
dio merchandising store.

In your opinion, can the proj-
ect be called successful? And in 
general, what is success for you?

I really believe that being able to 
do and enjoy what you like and 
on top of that make many people 
happy is what I call a true suc-
cess. In terms of the project, yes, 
I am very pleased with the world-
wide recognition that Experi-
mentalTV Radio has received, 
starting with the application that 
already has nearly 1,000 down-
loads on Google play, as well as 
over 150,000 hits on the Internet 
last year. All this adds up to a sig-
nificant number of potential and 
devoted listeners who have ac-
companied us during these three 

last years of a life that has radio to 
go on with! «We are a big family 
united by music.»

You have a lot of artists present-
ing their concept of music every 
day. What broadcasts are you 
proud of? And what famous 
artists have performed and are 
performing today.

My main goal in radio from the 
beginning has been and remains 
to support producers who de-
serve to be heard, whether they 
are known or unknown to the 
world. I continue to do this for 
all three past years. I have the un-
conditional support of the artists, 
music companies, and labels of 
the global electronic music who 
have relied on me and my project 
to broadcast their podcasts and 
programs on a daily basis.  For 
example, among the podcasts on 
our air there are: Traxsource, De-

fected, Tocadisco, Roger Sanchez, 
Circoloco, Cevin Fisher, Clap-
Tone, Low Steppa, Steve Lawler, 
Franky Rizardo, Kristian Nairn, 
Laidback Luke, Solardo, Giu-S, 
Sharam, Steve Lawler, Sebastien 
Leger and many others. At the 
same time, I have not told you 
about the many local artists who 
collaborate with the radio, since 
I could not name all of them due 
to lack of space in the interview. 
However, I am very grateful to all 
of them! To date, the broadcast 
program consists of more than 
100 show programs, and we con-
tinue to expand.

To operate a radio station, you 
need to love all electronic dance 
music, without exception. But 
still, maybe you have a favorite 
style, and which one do you pre-
fer to all others?

ExperimentalTV Radio main-
ly broadcasts electronic music 
in formats such as deep, house, 
tech, funky house, progressive 
house, melodic house & tech-
no, deep tech, soulful, oldskool, 
hardcore, breaks, jungle, break-
beat, D&B, etc. I think that due to 
this presence of styles, the radio 
has received a lot of recognition 
among the audience that listens 

to us today.

Of course, many talented art-
ists want to get on the air of 
the radio station. Do you have 
projects that make it possible to 
declare yourself to the masses? 
If so, how can such artists get on 
the air?

Sure we have! ExperimentalTV 
Radio actively supports famous 
or unknown talented artists from 
around the world. From Wednes-
day to Sunday we have a “Guest 
DJs” program where DJs and 
producers are playing every day 
for an hour and send us their sets 
to info@experimentaltvlive.com. 
We are always happy to support 
and serve as a springboard for 
new names in electronic music, 
there is so much to discover yet 
in this world!

Are there any restrictions on 
music formats?

As long as it is electronic music, 
it’s welcome!  As I said before, we 
cover a vast majority of styles and 
sub-styles, and indeed any music 
that sounds good.

Cooperation. What projects 
(companies, labels, media) do 

you work with? What are the 
most famous ones, and tell us a 
little about how the collabora-
tion is being done.

I could name a few like Defect-
ed Records, Stereo Productions, 
Traxsource, Sasha, Chicane, 
Kaiserdisco, Decibel Booking, 
Gabriel Ananda, Despega Tener-
ife, Oldskool Tenerife, Custom 
Slipmats, and recently with your 
great magazine, Top Event. In 
this cooperation, everything is 
mutually beneficial, we provide 
mutual support, so we become 
stronger and we will have more 
audience coverage. In life we have 
to help each other, and if we get 
two-way benefits in the form of 
cooperation, well, that’s of great 
importance!

Tell us what ExperimentalTV 
fans can expect  this year. What 
interesting events are planned?

I sincerely assure you that I will 
continue to work hard to bring 
you the best music programs 
possible, with local, national and 
international artists, with good 
music, great sets and above all, a 
vibrant sound! May everything 
be good this 2021, we deserve it. 
I take this opportunity to thank 
all of our listeners for their sup-
port and for being with us.  Also, 
of course, thank you for allowing 
me this interview. I hug everyone 
and wish you good health, never 
let music stop!

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Hi Timo, can you tell us about 
yourself? How did you decide 
to start photographing the 
underworld?

I had a girlfriend from Prague, 
so I often stayed there for a 
while. When I had free time, I 
walked around the city and took 
some photos. Once I was back 
home, I noticed that I had about 
10 photos of the beautiful old 
town and about 200 photos of 
the metro. I pondered over the 
fact, asking myself why I was so 
interested in it.

After a while, I made a film 
about metro systems called 
Thought Trains, which compares 
5 different cities to each other. 
In my opinion, this is the best 
way to compare public transport 
systems and people. When 
shooting material for a film, you 
communicate with people, you 
see them, and they tell you their 
stories. And in general, in my 
opinion, the underworld is very 
interesting, because this is the 
place that was created for travel.

If you pay attention to the look

of the metro system, you will 
notice that it is the circulatory 
system of the city. If something 
went wrong, and the work was 
suspended (terrorist attack or 
something like that) - the city 
would be paralyzed.  Therefore, 
the metro can be viewed as blood 
in the body, and the city as the 
body.  The subway makes the 
body move.

That’s why my films are screened 
in New York, Tokyo, Moscow, 
and in other cities. They represent 
the uniqueness and beauty of 
the underground metro. For 
example, Hong Kong is the only 
place where the metro makes 
money, while at the same time 
Los Angeles is a city of cars, and 
mostly when you arrive there 
and notice that they do not have 
a metro - and then you might 
think that you’re in a village.

Your Instagram profile has 
photos not only of the subway. 
What else inspires you?

I have two Instagram pages: 
one @metrocosmos, which is 
dedicated to the underworld. In 
fact, I thought that after the film 
about the metro I would switch 
from this topic, and I would no 
longer be interested in it - but 
something went wrong, and 
I thought about the fact that 
there are so many metro stations 

around the world, and I haven’t 
taken pictures of them yet …

Also the second profile @timo_
novotny is a more personal one, 
where I post those my works that 
inspire me. These are a variety of 
patterns, light and shadows. I like 
to make photos a little abstract so 
that people look at them, stop and 
wonder what it really is. I think 
it’s important that architecture 
should also be harmonious, and 
more than just a roof over your 
head. Great sums of money are 
always spent on the architecture of 
metro stations, and if something 
goes wrong, then all the work can 
be done in vain.

You are a very interesting 
person. What would you like 
to wish our readers, something 
personal?

I’d like to tell you that you must 
always follow your heart. Stay 
honest, stay true to yourself, and 
ask yourself questions about your 
actions day after day to make 
yourself better the next day. It 
doesn’t mean you have to criticize 
yourself constantly, but when you 
go out into the world and treat 
your neighbor with respect, he 
will return to you. Don’t give up 
hope. Stay in your dreams. We 
will all go through this.  We must 
unite. Love, Timo.
